Advent Candles 

 PßßAll four candles are now burning on our Advent wreath. 
C ßThe two candles of repentance remind us of how we are to approach God. 
 

P The pink candle is to show our joy of Christ’s coming, 
C The joy in Christ’s salvation for us causes us to await His second coming with 

faith and hope. 
 

P The fourth candle reminds us of God’s mercy, 
C We are still in the world of sin and trouble, but we do wait for the coming of 

Jesus, our Savior. 
 
P The Christ Candle is white to show the purity and sinlessness of our Savior, the 

light of the world. 
C God who is rich in mercy, made us alive with Christ even when we were dead 

in trespasses and sin.

1In those days a decree went out from Caesar Augustus that all the world should be 
registered. 2This was the first registration when Quirinius was governor of Syria. 3And 
all went to be registered, each to his own town. 4And Joseph also went up from Gali-
lee, from the town of Nazareth, to Judea, to the city of David, which is called Bethle-
hem, because he was of the house and lineage of David, 5to be registered with Mary, 
his betrothed, who was with child. 6And while they were there, the time came for her 
to give birth. 7And she gave birth to her firstborn son and wrapped him in swaddling 
cloths and laid him in a manger, because there was no place for them in the inn.
